Notes for completion: 

1. For all Primary Trainees (5-11 years ITT programme) the length of time for the ‘age range’ experience before (EYFS) and after the one they are trained to teach (KS3) is a minimum of 2 days, and this may or may not be in their main school.
2. This part of the training is a statutory requirement and requires engagement with the pupils. This does not mean the trainee has to teach but means being involved in the learning and teaching in the classroom

3. All Primary Trainees must teach in two age ranges (minimum 6 weeks) which are: Years 1 and 2 / Years 3 and 4 / Years 5 and 6. Ideally, trainees have experience in all three age ranges across the training year (including SSP) and must have a minimum breadth of 4 years.
4. A trainee may go on more than one alternative school placement (SSP: second school placement).
5. Each school placement must have a specified purpose and focus on the improvement of the trainee’s progress towards the standards.
6. The minimum time on second school placement is 20 days, either as a block or over a number of weeks.
